Qualifying Exam For The Doctoral Degree
Objective of Qualifying Exam:

Qualifying Exam is designed to measure the

» the student's ability to define and describe a search is willing to register and objective criticism of
some of the literature in the field of research.

« the student's ability to use the applications of basic science specialization in which the Registrar

» the student's ability to develop a plan for the PhD research and the possibilities for achieving them.
» the capacity to do scientific research.

Qualifying Exam procedures:

Qualification exam includes written examination and oral examination.
After the completion of all required hours of courses required for the degree of Doctor of
Philosophy with grade not less than C +, the student may enroll into additional courses to improve
the cumulative average. As well as the completion and success of the supplementary thesis required
for the registration of the Doctoral degree (if any), Academic Advisor (one of the members of the
Supervisory Committee) submit a request for Qualifying Exam.
Faculty Council adopts the Committee of Examiners for the Qualifying Exam for the student at the
suggestion of the Department Council with the nomination of the main Supervisor for the student. A
Committee of five professors or assistant professors, including a supervisor, so that main range of
expertise in the public domain of the student's research point. The Committee is chaired by a senior
faculty member.
The Department declare the Qualifying Exam and the scheduling of written and oral examination
based on a proposal by the Chairman of the Committee. (within the period specified by the Faculty
Council with a statement that the presence of the oral part of the exam is for faculty members and
graduate students only.
That the written examination must be completed prior to the oral examination.
One week before the oral examination the student submit a scientific report (25-pages) on the
Dissertation Proposal (for each member of the Committee for examination) (how to write the
doctoral proposal is mentioned in this guide)
The failure to submit this report is considered as a first attempt of the Qualifying Exam and the
student has another chance in the next semester.
At the commencement of the oral examination the student gave a lecture on the report of not more
than 30 minutes after which the Committee for the examination must test the student in general
information about the specialization points, followed by the research and the understanding of the
theories and methods applied for the research and its ability to understand and address the proposed
point and needed to study and analyze the possibilities and the laboratory. In addition the
Committee should discuss the student answers in the written examination. The Qualifying Exam
should not take more than two hours.
At the end of the discussion all attendance must leave the place where the examination Committee
make a discussion on the student's ability to pursue doctoral study and the possibility of achieving
its objectives and be appropriate for the study based on the Committee's report, the student answers
in the written examination, and on the Committee's questions. The Committee come to one of the
following resolutions: (use report templates existing in the manual)
0 Student success in the Qualifying Exam
0 Re-Qualifying Exam to be determined and the student is required to meet the shortfalls by
studying extra courses or submitting reports that supervised by the Main Supervisor. The
Examination Committee must sign the report and specify the next schedule for the
Qualifying Exam (with a maximum one academic year) before the same Committee. In the
case of failure in the second time the student registration of the doctoral degree is cancelled.
0 The failure of the student in the Qualifying Exam and canceling his registration with writing
of the reasons in the report.
In some emergency situations the examination could be postponed for several days and a maximum
of three weeks with the approval of the Committee. The Head of Department and the Faculty
Council must be informed by the new schedule for the exam through a letter signed by the Main
Supervisor and the Chair of the Exam Committee.
